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Ban on Duck Shooting in Victoria
I have always been concerned with the Victorian government’s tendency to bow to the marginal views of recreational duck hunting organisations by permitting the hunting of native Australia water birds even when other Australian states have already banned this horrific practice.

I note that a petition was tabled in parliament on Thursday, 7 October 2010 in which petitioners requested the Legislative Assembly of Victoria to permanently ban the recreational shooting of Australian native waterbirds.
In instituting such a ban, the Victorian Legislative Assembly would be:
· reflecting the views of Victorians.  Not only has the petition been lodged with over 30,000 signatories, but a 2007 Morgan Poll showed that 87% of surveyed Victorians support a permanent ban on recreational shooting of waterbirds (copy attached);

· ensuring national consistency.  A ban in Victoria would be consistent with similar bans already in place in Western Australia, New South Wales and Queensland;

For the welfare of Australian native waterbirds, I request that you will make the right decision and support a permanent ban on recreational shooting of Australian native waterbirds.
